    Silas married 3/25/1816 in Sumner Co., TN,




to Sarah Perry.  He died 9/17/1856.




He is buried in the Barnes Cemetery near

Cairo, TN.  This was originally the cemetery 

for the town of Cairo, an early settlement

in Sumner County located on the Cumberland

River.
