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Some say the family was an armorial family and bore arms: “Azure a Chevron between three lions rampant Or”.  A sky blue shield with the chevron and lions in gold.  The motto means: “Loyal and Trustworthy.

   The fighting man of the middle ages wore a suit of armor for protection. Since this suit of armor included a helmet that completely covered the head, a knight in full battle dress was unrecognizable.  To prevent friend from attacking friend during the heat of battle, it became necessary for each knight to somehow identify himself.  Many knights accomplished this by painting colorful patterns on their battle shields.  It is impossible to date with any precision the time when coats of arms were first used, but it is generally agreed that heraldry originated in western Europe in the 12th century.

   The name, PRUITT, is spelled variously: Pruett, Prewet, Prewitt, etc., all thought to be derived from the Anglo-Saxon word “pryte”, the meaning of which was: that of which is justly proud, self respect, etc..  Bardsley’s book gives the etymology of Pruett as coming from Anglo-Saxon “prut”, meaning: haughty or arrogant.  It is interesting to note that in both England and America, the name is pronounced the same (Pru-itt) no matter how it is spelled.

   Some branches of the family believe the family originates with the French Huguenots.  The Huguenot movement had their first national council in France in 1559.  However records of the family have been found in England as early as the 13th century.

   In England in 1202, Mathew Pruet was listed in the “Pipe Rolls” (P.H. Reney, Dict. Of British Sur-names, London, 1958, p. 259).  In 1249, It was found that William Pruwet and Adam, his son, did damage to the King’s property in Winchester (Inquest Calendar, Vol. II, p. 127).  On Dec. 12, 1251 (The Feast of St. Gregory), the Earl of Derby released Reginald Pruet and his issue and their lands and holdings from “servitutem” and made them freemen (Vol. 1, p. 327, Charter Rolls, Henry III).  In 1273, Andrew Pruet and William Pruet were mentioned in the “Hundred Rolls of Cambridge”.  In 1275, Henry Pruet was pardoned a twelve shilling fine for contempt (Close Rolls, Edward I, p. 175 & 520).  In 1278, Hugh Pruet of Somerset went surety for 40 Pounds (Westminister Record of Oct. 23, 1278).  In 1317, Thomas Pruwet of Devon was mentioned in “Dwelly’s Name Indices”.  On May 18, 1322 (Tuesday after Barnadas), at a council held at Old Sarum, Christiana Prewet sold land reserving a rent for her son, Nicholas (Close Roll Cal., p. 62). 

   In 1327, Richard Pruet and Thomas Pruwet, both of Somerset, were mentioned in Dwelly’s Names.  In the Somerset Plea Rolls for Easter Term 4, Henry VI (1422-1461), Richard Pruet and Alice, his wife, sued John Seyntclere, the elder, for land and rents in Cruk and Eastham.  In Feb. 1538, John Prewett received a A.B. Degree from the University of Oxford; and became a fellow at Exter College in 1539.  

In 1552, John Pruet married Tamsen Smith at Stockland Gaunts in Somerset (Boyd’s Master Index).  

   In 1558, two with the spelling Prewett were mentioned in the “Bristol Wills”.  There was a Prewet family in Hampton, Middlesex in 1600.  In 1624, Stephen Pruet gave up rental of church land in West Monkton of Somerset (Weavers Somerset, p. 403).  John Pruit of Somerset sued John Green in 1627 (Somerset Society, Vol. 24, p. 53).  In 1636, two Pruets were buried from Covent and Benet Wharf in London.

THOMAS PRUITT was born at Salisbury, Wiltshire, England in 1616.  In 1636, Thomas Prewitt and seven others were transported to Charles River Co., Virginia (Patent Bk 1).  Early Virginia Immigrants, by G. C. Greer, Clerk of the VA State Land Office, contains a list of some 25,000 persons who came to Virginia from 1623 to 1666, together with the patentee or person who brought them over.  In this list is: Thomas Prewitt, 1636, by Joane Bennet, to Charles River County.  In the early days, there was no set spelling for names.  The person would give his or her name, and the scribe or recorder who would then spell the name how it sounded to them.  Hence: Seyntclere for Sinclair, etc.

   On May 6, 1636, Joane Bennett, widow, received 450 acres in Charles River Co., VA., upon the new Poqueson River, east towards the bays, west into the woods, north upon the Pinye Swamp (River) and south upon Robert Thrasher.  50 acres due for transfer of 8 persons: Ann Winter, John Roote, Jon Marshall, Thomas Prewitt, Andrew Chant, Jon Morris and Pole Carplights (Patent Bk 1, part 1, p. 346).

   At first, land could only be had by paying the passage of settlers too poor to pay their own; the man who paid the transportation costs got 50 acres of land for each person brought into Virginia.  The transported person usually had to spend five years in working out the costs of his passage, but at the end of that time, he or she also received 50 acres of land.

   On June 2, 1636, Thomas Privett was granted 50 acres of land in Charles River Co., VA., being a neck of ground at the New Poqueson, west upon William Clarke a creek, then east upon Thomas Harwood a creek.  The said 50 acres of land being due upon him the said Thomas Privett for the transportation of one servant into this colony (Patent Bk 1, p. 357).   This seems strange that an indentured servant would be transporting an indentured servant to do his work for him.  Much has been written about the indentured servants that came to the colonies.  Like most immigrants, they were of all classes, but they were mostly young men with little or no material goods, believing that they could make a killing quickly in the new world and return home.  There were some who, for political or religious beliefs, chose to come as indentured servants because, in doing so, they would not have to take an oath to support Church or King.  No doubt many Quakers were among these, for this sect was a problem for Gov. Berkley.  The records indicate Thomas Prewitt and wife were Quakers and not married by the rules of the established church.

   Charles River Co., VA was renamed York County.  In 1646, Thomas Privet confessed he borrowed a canoe from John Wilson and lost it.  Ordered that he pay Wilson 2 bushels of corn for it, 1st November next (York County Records, Virginia Colonial Abstracts, Vol. 25, p. 14).

   In 1647, John Thomas has an attachment against Thomas Privett to secure debt of 600 lbs tobacco (Virginia Colonial Abstracts, Vol. 25, p. 284).

  On May 24, 1648, Thomas Pruitt confesses judgment to Robert Abrall for 1202 lbs of tobacco to be paid the 10th of October next at the house of Pruitt.  Three cows bound in security (York Order Bk 2, p. 87; & Virginia Colonial Abstracts, Vol. 25, p. 356).  Cattle were very valuable to the early settlers.  They were expensive to bring over by ship and scarce.

   In 1648, Thomas Privett confessed judgment to Mr. William Hockaday, 1 ½ bushel of corn and 56 lbs tobacco (York Order Bk 2, p. 383).

   On July 25, 1648, Whereas Thomas Privett and has wife were presented to this court for committing fornication and thereof found guilty.  Court ordered that they shall do a pennance in the Parish Church 

on the New Pawqueson and during the tyme of devine servis the next Sabbath Day.  The church wardens 

ordered to see this done.  Pruitt and his wife to appear at the next Court to abine further censure (York Order Bk 2, p. 387; & Virginia Colonial Abstracts, Vol. 26, p. 9).  This was undoubtedly persecution of the Quakers.

   On Dec. 6, 1648, Thomas Privitt binds himself to pay John Madison 600 lbs of tobacco before 1st October next, a steer and heifer as security (York Order Bk 2, p. 436).

   It is thought that Thomas Pruitt and wife had:

   (W) William Pruitt, b. 1651 York Co., VA; m. Mary Stone ?; and died in Caroline Co., VA in 1748

   (H) Henry Pruitt, b. 1654 York Co., VA; m. 1st: Ann Fields; m. 2nd: Rebecca Dabbs in Henrico Co.,   

         VA on Aug. 20, 1691; and died in Henrico Co., VA in 1722

   (J) John Pruitt, b. ca 1660 York Co., VA; on 1690 Tax List, Henrico Co., VA

(H) HENRY PREWITT was born in York Co., VA in 1654, and is thought to have been the son of Thomas Prewitt.

   On April 25, 1679, Henry was listed with the heads of families in Henrico Co., VA, when he was taxed to support an army to defend against the Indians.  In the same group of 40 neighbors was Col. William Byrd.  Henry evidently owned land at that time, since he was taxed.  He was not a large land owner by comparison to the Carter’s, Byrd’s, Randolph’s or Washington’s, who owned thousands of acres, but for Henry Prewitt to be a land owner at age 25, was of some importance (See William & Mary Quarterly, Oct. 1915; & History of Pittsylvania Co., p. 13).

   It is believed that Henry married first: a Field.  A researcher in the Field line believes an older sister of John Field (Ann Field) married Henry Prewitt.  That Henry Prewitt was married first to a daughter of Thomas Field, Sr. is strongly suggested by Henry’s location in 1679 near Edward Jones (who married Mary Field) and the joint patent with John Field in 1687.  It was the custom to live on the land before recording a patent.  In the case of Edward Jones, John Field and Henry Prewitt, it seems likely they settled on Thomas Field, Sr’s land for which he had not yet recorded.

   On Aug. 25, 1681, Hen. Prewett was summoned to testify, and having attended one day, was granted 40 pounds of tobacco against Hugh Jones.  Court held in Varina Parish, Henrico Co., VA in the action between Hugh Jones and Edw. Jones (Henrico Bk 2, p. 384).

   On Feb. 1, 1685, Hen. Prewett and John Field witnessed the Will of Gilbert Jones of Henrico Co., VA (Bk 1, p. 350).

   On April 20, 1687, Henry Prewitt and John Fields were granted 440 acres of land in Varina Parish, Henrico Co., VA on the North side of the James River, beginning at Almond Creek (this area is now within the city limits of Richmond, VA) (Patent Bk 7, p. 569; & Crozier Vol. 4, p. 128).  Often in the patents involving two people, we find they were brothers-in-law.  

   Henry Prewitt was involved with the Fields and Jones families throughout the records of Henrico Co., Virginia.  Mary Fields, sister of John Fields, married Edward Jones, and Henry Prewitt administered the estate of Edward Jones in 1695.  Henry Prewitt sold his half of the above 440 acre patent to Mary (Field) Jones in 1697.

   In 1688, Henry Pruitt patented 411 acres (Patent Bk 7, p. 637).  On Oct. 1, 1690, at a Court held at Varina for the County of Henrico first day of 7, 1690, Jury: Fra Reeves, Foreman; Jno Cannon, Tho. East, William Ballow, John Watson, Michl Turpin, Phil Turpin, Hen. Prewett, Thos Cardwell, John Field, Robert Easly and John Coates (Henrico Bk 2, p. 350).

   The 1690 tithables list Henry Pruitt and John Pruitt in Henrico County.  On Aug 1, 1691, Hen. Prewett, aged about 37 years (deposition) that some time before John Low went away, Hugh Jones demanded of Low that he put his gun in the loft of Edward Jones, as security for corn John Low had bought of Hugh Jones (Henrico Bk 5, p. 219).

   On Aug. 3, 1691, Hen. Prewett being supported by John Field in the suit brought against him by the 

Hon. William Byrd, Esq., having attended one day, hath order granted against the said Field for 40 pounds of tobacco according to law (Henrico Bk 2, p. 364).  Henry Prewitt’s land on Almond Creek was about 20 miles up the James River from William Byrd’s plantation “Westover”.  However, William Byrd also operated a trading post near Henry Prewitt’s land.

   Henry married second: Rebecca Dabbs in Henrico Co., VA in Aug. 1691.  On Aug. 20, 1691, an account of licenses granted in this County since last account, etc. Henry Prewett marriage with Rebecca Dabbs (Henrico Bk 5, p. 253).  According to depositions taken in Court that month, Henry was 37 years old.  Rebecca is believed to be a dau. of James Dabbs.  James Dabbs and Edward Palmer were transported to Henrico Co., VA on Dec. 6, 1652 by John Greenhough.  James Dabbs settled on Four Mile Creek, and was probably the father of Rebecca Dabbs and Joseph Dabbs.

   Henry and Rebecca are believed to be the parents of:

   (H1) Thomas Prewitt, Sr., b. ca 1693 Henrico Co., VA; m. Mary Ducray, widow of Nicholas Ducray;     

           and died in Halifax Co., VA in 1759

   (H2) Andrew Prewitt, b. ca 1695 Henrico Co., VA; m. Agnes; and died in Bedford Co., VA in 1763

   (H3) Hugh Prewitt, b. ca 1697 Henrico Co., VA (was probably named for Hugh Jones, who wrote the 

           first history of VA); lived in Goochland and Lunenburg Co., VA

   (H4) Richard Prewitt, b. ca 1698 Henrico Co, VA; m. Frances Murrell; lived in Goochland, Lunenburg

           and Bedford Co., VA

   (H5) Uriah Prewitt, b. ca 1699 Henrico Co., VA; lived in Goochland and Lunenburg Co., VA

   (H6) Rebecca Prewitt, b. ca 1702 Henrico Co., VA; m. James McGehee in Henrico Co., VA on Dec. 9, 

           1721

   On Aug. 25, 1691, Hen. Prewett having attended two days as a witness, being summoned for Ed Jones in his suit against Fra Reeves, hath orders against the said Jones for 80 pounds of tobacco according to law.  Court held Varina Parish (Henrico Bk 2, p. 383).  On Sept. 1, 1691, Hen. Prewett aged about 37 years depozeth that crossing James River sometime since, he did see a black bull of Thomas Field’s mark which belonged to Ed Jones floating upon the river against Mr. Reeves low ground (Henrico Bk 5, p. 229).

   On April 17, 1693, Mr. Hen. Prewett on Grand Jury (Henrico Bk 5, p. 408).  On April 1, 1694, Giles Webb conveyed land to Thomas Cardwell, both of Varina, 100 acres bounded by lines of Cardwell and Henry Pruitt (Henrico Bk 5, p. 528).

   On Feb. 1, 1695, Henry Prewitt having attended one day as a witness in behalf of Mr. Jno Pleasants in his suit against Nathaniel Cardwell, has an order for 40 pounds of tobacco against the said Pleasants according to law (Henrico Bk 3, p. 85).  Also on Feb. 1, 1695, the estate of Barth paid Hen. Prewett 15 shillings (Henrico Order Bk 5, p. 620).

   In Feb, 1695, Hen. Prewett and three others made inventory of Edward Jones (Henrico Order Bk 5, p. 628).  Inventory of Edward Jones listed Feb. 19, 1695 (Henrico Order Bk 5, p. 630).

   On June 1, 1695, Henry Prewett being summoned as a witness in behalf of Allanson Clarke against Mr Frances Reeves, has an order granted against said Clarke for 40 pounds of tobacco, he having attended one day (Henrico Bk 3, p. 59).

   On April 1, 1697, Henry Prewett of Henrico sold 220 acres to Mary Jones.  Land on the North side of James River, John Higledy, Edward Jones, part of the land patented by Henry in 1686, “and upon which I now live; it being the southernmost end of the said tract next to Thomas Field’s Creek”.  Witnessed by: Giles Webb and John Wilson; recorded April 17, 1697 (Henrico Bk 5, p. 701).  Henry Prewett comes into Court and acknowledges conveyance of 220 acres of land to Mary Jones (Henrico Bk 3, p. 141).

   On Dec. 1, 1699, Hen. Prewett was a Grand Juror (Henrico Bk 1697-1699, p. 153).  Several people have thought that the Prewitt’s of Virginia originated with the French Huguenot, Roger Pratt, and his wife Mary.  When Roger and Mary Prouit or Pratt, settled at Manakin Virginia in 1699 (The Huguenot,

1926, Vol. 2, p. 15), the Prewitt’s had been recorded in Henrico Co., VA records for over 20 years.  John Prewitt donated to a fund to help “the poverty stricken settlement of French Huguenots at Manikin Town in 1700” (Virginia Historical Collections, No. 5, Huguenot Emigration to Virginia, p. 65).

   On April 3, 1702, Henry Prewitt sold land (LDS Library, F Va pt 2 (pt 1) 7559, p. 278).  June Court 1711, Henry Pruet, over aged person exempt from paying poll tax (Orders 1710-1714, p. 73; Reel 66, pt 1, Richmond).

   Henry Prewitt died in Henrico Co., VA before June 1722.  In the June Court, 1722, Rebecca Pruit, widow of Henry Pruit, late of this County, dec’d, being summoned to adm. Estate of dec’d husband and failing to do so, on motion of Teston Woodson, a Quaker, it is granted him letters of adm. of estate of Henry Pruit.  William Kent, John Huckaby, John Lewis, William Womack or any three of these to appraise the estate.  John Woodson is also included (Minutes 1719-1722, p. 182; Reel 66, pt 2, Richmond).

   In 1739, the vestry proceeds to lay the parish levy; to the church wardens for Rebecca Pruett, 698 pounds tobacco (History of Henrico Parish and Old St. John’s Church, Richmond, 1611-1904, by Moore, p. 50).

   Rebecca died in Henrico Co., VA in 1748.  Henrico Parish for the year 1748, to Robert Morris for burying Rebecca Pruitt, 200 Pounds (History of Henrico Parish and Old St. John’s Church, Richmond, 1611-1904, by Moore, p. 83).

(H5) URIAH PREWITT, SR. (son of Henry Prewitt and Rebecca Dabbs) was born in Henrico Co., VA about 1699.  He married, and is believed to have had the following children:

   (H51) Uriah Prewitt, Jr., b. ca 1720 Henrico Co., VA; m. Elizabeth   ?     ; and lived on the Banister 

             River in Pittsylvania Co., VA

   (H52) Henry Prewitt, b. ca 1722 Henrico Co., VA; m. Rebecca   ?      ; and lived in Pittsylvania Co., 

             VA and Burke Co., NC

   (H53) Joseph Prewitt, b. ca 1724 Henrico Co., VA; m. Rachel    ?    ; and died in Wilkes Co., NC in

             Mercer Co., KY in 1806

   (H55) Thomas Prewitt, b. ca 1728 Goochland Co., VA; lived in Wilkes Co., NC in 1792

   In the 1724 Sept. Court, Henrico Co., VA., Uriah Pruit vs. Robert Mosey (Roll 6, p. 357).  In 1727, the western portion of Henrico Co., VA where Uriah resided, was placed in the newly organized Goochland Co., Virginia.

   In the 1740 May Court, Goochland Co., VA., Uriah Pruit was mentioned (Order Bk 4, p. 484).  In the 1742 May Court, Goochland Co., VA., Uriah Pruit vs. John Allen (Order Bk 5, p. 46,254,246).

   On Dec. 20, 1743, John Maddox of Goochland, sold James Knott of Goochland, one dividend of land in Goochland on the south side of James River and on or near the east branch of Crooms Quarter Creek, a branch of Willis’s River, and joining the land of the said James Knott, and is the land whereon Uriah Pruit now lives, containing about 200 acres for 20 Pounds.  Signed: John (his mark) Maddox.  Witnessed by: Richard Maning, Josiah Burton, Robert Burton, John Alexander and William Taylor.  Recorded Dec. 20, 1743.  Elizabeth, wife of John Maddox, relinquished her right of dower to the conveyed lands (Deed Bk 4, p. 287).

   On Dec. 18, 1744, James Knott of Goochland, sold John Merriman of Goochland, a certain tract of land in Goochland on the south side of James River and on the head of Muddy Creek, and being the plantation whereon Huriah Prewett now dwells, about 200 acres for 12 Pounds.  Signed: James (his mark) Knott.  Witnessed by: William Johns and Jacob Winfree.  Recorded Jan. 15, 1744.  

Mary, wife of James Knott, relinquished her right of dower to the conveyed lands (Deed Bk 4, p. 480).

   Uriah Prewitt moved to Lunenburg Co., VA about 1745.  His sons, Henry Prewitt and Isham Prewitt, were listed on the 1746 tithables of Goochland Co., VA., Southern Parish.

   On Feb. 6, 1746, Uriah Pruit enters 400 acres in Lunenburg Co., VA., adjoining the tract of Booker Pott, which was purchased of Mattox Mays (Order Bk 1, p. 78).

   On Feb. 6, 1746, Uriah Prewitt enters 340 acres in Lunenburg Co., VA on Frank’s Branch (Folio 12).  In 1752, the portion of Lunenburg Co., VA., south of the Roanoke River where Uriah resided, was placed in the newly organized Halifax Co., Virginia.

   In the 1752 Dec. Court, Halifax Co., VA., Uriah Prewet was sued by Joseph Mays on debt (Order Bk 1, p. 50), and Uriah Prewit sues William Daniel, defendant not found (Order Bk 1, p. 55).

   In the 1753 March Court, Halifax Co., VA., Uriah Prewett was a plaintiff (Pleas Bk 1, p. 78).

(H51) URIAH PRUITT, JR. (son of Uriah Pruitt, Sr.) was born in Henrico Co., VA about 1720.  He married Elizabeth    ?        And are believed to have had the following children:

   (H511) Beasley Pruitt, b. 1740 VA; m. 1st: Eleanor Humpherys in Virginia ca 1770; m. 2nd: Lucy

               (Sims) Rogers in Rapides Parish, LA in 1808; and died in Liberty Co., TX in 1839

   (H512) Benjamin Pruitt

   (H513) Uriah Pruitt III, b. ca 1750 VA; resided Gloucester Co., VA in 1810, age over 45

   (H514) Agnes Pruitt

   (H515) Jeremiah Pruitt

   On Nov 29, 1762, Uriah Pruit enters the vacant land between the lines of Henry McDaniel and Henry Pruit on the south side of Banister, not exceeding 400 acres, Halifax Co., Virginia.

   The Halifax Co., VA list of Polls taken for election to House of Burgesses, Nov. 28, 1764, votes for Mr. Edward Booker: Uriah Prewitt, p. 390, no. 186; Henry Prewitt, p. 390, no. 198.

   On Nov. 20, 1765, Uriah Pruit enters 400 acres in Halifax Co., VA between Henry Prewet and Henry McDaniel.

   In 1766-67, the western portion of Halifax County, where Uriah resided, was formed into Pittsylvania Co., Virginia.

   On Nov. 27, 1767, Beasley, Benjamin and Uriah Prewitt were bound out to Thomas Townsend in Pittsylvania Co., VA (Order Bk 1, p. 23).  On Feb. 26, 1768, Agnes and Jeremiah Pruet were bound out to Samuel Harris in Pittsylvania Co., VA (Order Bk 1, p. 28).

   On Aug. 12, 1768, Uriah Pruit enters 400 acres on White Oak Creek, beginning at his upper line, Pittsylvania Co., Virginia.

   On June 23, 1769, Agnes Pruet, dau. of Uriah Pruet, bound out to John Watson in Pittsylvania Co., VA (Order Bk 1, p. 96).

   The 1777 list of tithes for Pittsylvania Co., VA, by George Carter, lists: Uriah Pruet - 1 tith.  The 1777 Oaths of Allegiance to Commonwealth of Virginia, list of George Carter, Persons refusing to take oath - Uriah Pruitt (Magazine of Virginia Genealogy, Vol. 23, Feb. 1985).

   On July 16, 1782, at a vestry held for Camden Parish, Pittsylvania Co., VA, Uriah Prewett, per accounting, 1,800 pounds of tobacco.

   The 1782 Halifax Co., VA Property Tax List shows Uriah Prewitt with: 1 male, 3 horses and 16 cows.  Also listed was Fields Prewit, Byrd Prewitt, Michael Prewitt and Alexander Prewett.

   In Halifax Co., VA in 1783, Elizabeth Prewit vs. Uriah Prewit, Chauncery for Alimony (so a divorce was issued or considered)(Order Bk 10, p. 359)  There are no further records of Uriah Pruitt in Halifax or Pittsylvania Counties.

    Uriah may have moved to North Carolina, where his brothers, Henry Pruitt, Joseph Pruitt, and Thomas Pruitt had moved.  On Julu 29, 1796, a Uriah Puitt and James Holt were mentioned in Burke Co., North Carolina.

   No number is assigned to our subject, BEASLEY PRUITT, it is his descendants that are numbered.  The FIRST GENERATION, Beasley Pruitt’s children, are identified by a single digit (1 to 10) corresponding to the order of birth.  Beasley’s grandchildren, being the SECOND GENERATION, are listed with two digit numbers.  Each succeeding generation has one more digit than the last one.  Each INDIVIDUAL bears his parents number with his own placed after it.  No. 5234 has his parents number 523, then his own number 4.  To find the parents of No. 5234, you would look up No. 523 in a preceding paragraph.

   An (*) asterisk after the child indicates that there is no further information on that child.

                                                              BEASLEY PRUITT

BEASLEY PRUITT (son of Uriah Pruitt, Jr. and Elizabeth) was born in Virginia in 1740.  His will states he was a native of Essex Co., VA, however his family appears to have lived in Goochland Co., VA at that time.  In Pittsylvania Co., VA on Nov. 27, 1767, Beasley, Benjamin and Uriah Prewitt were bound out to Thomas Townsend (Order Bk 1, p. 23).

On Oct. 2, 1791, Beasley Pruett appeared as a witness in a case in court (Natchez Court Records 1767-1805).  The 1792 Spanish Census of Sandy and Second Creek, Dist. of Natchez lists: Beasley Pruett.

   In 1803, Beasley Pruitt moved to Rapides Parish, Louisiana.  Eleanor died in Rapides Parish, LA about 1805, and Beasley married second: Lucy (Sims) Rogers in Rapides Parish, LA in 1808.  Lucy was born in East Florida about 1786.

   On April 10, 1830, Beasley Prewitt applied for a land grant to Commissioner General Jose Antonio Padilla, who represented the Mexican State of Coahuila and Texas in the issuing of land titles.  In his petition Prewitt stated that he had emigrated in 1824 and was one of the individuals authorized to settle 
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between the Trinity and the San Jacinto under an 1828 resolution of the Mexican Government.  The petition bears Prewitt's signature.  Comm. Padilla was removed from his position, but Prewitt eventually received title to one league of land (4,428.4 acres) from Commissioner Jose Francisco Madero on April 23, 1831.  The land is located in what is now Liberty County.  This document is in Spanish (Box 106, Folder 28).

   On May 2, 1831, Beasley Prewitt received title to a town lot, 60 varas on each side, on Hidalgo Street in the town of Liberty.  His lot was adjoined on the west by a lot granted to his daughter, Cinderella.  This document is in Spanish. (Box 107, Folder 29).

Father, Son and Holy Spirit know I Beasley Prewitt a native of the County of Essex in the State of Virginia one of those of North America and actually established on the Trinity River District of Atascosita in the Department of Bexar which appertains to the Soverigne State of Coahuila and Texas of the Mexican Confederation, finding myself well and in good health and entire Judgment Memory and realtion but fearing the uncertainty of the hour of my death for my advanced age I have though proper to make my testament extrajudicially for want of a Judge which I verify in the following manner.--

   1st.  In the first place I will and bequest my soul to God who created it and my body to the earth of which it was formed and to which shall be given a sepulcher in an Humble manner in the place marked out for that purpose.

   2nd.  Item.  to publish  (?)  legacies which are customary it is my will an alms of twenty five cents be given to each one and the impart (imput?) from hence to that time and from that time to this I seperate from my estate and I declare it that it may so remain.

   3rd.  Item.  I declare that I was married something like thirty five years in my first nuptials with the deceased lady Elen Humphreys and that during our matrimony we had seven children of which there died four whose names were James, Sistena (sec), Sarah and Charity three remaining alive whose names are Elizabeth who is married, Hugh Uriah and Jesse Pruitt and I declare that it may remain.

   4th.  Item.  I declare that my deceased spouse did not introduce any property at the time of our connexion and what I possessed as my own at that time was worth about Two Hundred and fifty dollars and I say it may appear.

   5th.  Item.  I declare that the year one thousand and eight hundred and eight I was married in second nuptials with Lucy Rogers a widow who had five children of her anterior union and I supported them all the time they were in my company making them same benovalent donations with all my will which shall so remain forever and I declare it that it may appear.

   6th.  Item.  I declare that in the period of my matrimony with my actual spouse Lucy Rogers we have had and procreated three children which are a woman named Cindie Riley Pruitt widow of William Everett and two little boys named Beasley Prewitt and Edmond Prewitt who are alive and I declare that it may appear.

   7th.  I declare that my spouse in second nuptials only had as her own property a horse that was worth about fifteen dollars for being verry (sic) old and diminutive (sec) of body I say this that it may appear.

   8th.  Item.  I declare not have made any inventory, memorandum or account of the property that I looked upon as my own when I contracted the second matrimony but I am positive that it consisted of eight negro slaves, one hundred head of large and small cattle, thirty heads of horses about one hundred hogs of all sorts and eight hundred acres of land cleared near the Parish of Saint Hellana of the state of Louisiana and I declare that it may appear.

   9th.  Item.  I declare that my three (3) children, who are alive of the first matrimony named Elizabeth, Hugh Uriah, and Jesse Prewitt I have already delivered all that was coming to them of their maternal inheritance and for their paternal were much more than what ought to have corresponded to them that to Jesse I gave ultimately two negroes, five cows and other things among which are four hundred acres of land the half of the eight hundred that I had as my own at Saint Helena the other four hundred remaining in favor of my Daughter Elizabeth and I declare that it may appear.

   10th.  Item.  I declare as my property one League of land that I possess on the West Side of the Trinity River with which I was favored by the Supreme Govt. of the State on which I have my house with other buildings necessary and fence that forms a yard all of wood, a grist mill for corn fields for planting (sic)

and a pen to shut up cattle and also nine slaves which I declare that it may thus appear.

   11th.  Item.  I declare that all the cattle and horses that shall appear with this Brand BP which is that of my use also those that may exist with these BP:EP which I had made for my sons Beasly Prewitt and Edmond Prewitt are my own and shall be incorporated in the general Inventory all the small stock of hogs has for a mark on the right ear an under half crop and on the left slit a crop and which is the mark I have used and therefore the stock that may appear which it belongs to me and I declare that it may appear.

   12th.  Item.  I command that the debts which may result in a folio Book covered with sail cloth in which I keep my acts which will be found among my papers be collected and their impart included in the relating of all my estate which I declare that it may thus appear.

   13th.  Item.  I command that fourty-five dollars sixty-two and one half cents which all sum I owe the Supreme Govt. of the State as acknowledgment of the league of land which it granted to me be paid by my executors immediately after my death if I should not have done so before without waiting the completion of the term of years designated by the County Courts out of the colonization laws for being thus my will I declare it that it may appear.

   14th.  Item.  I command that after my death my executors whom I shall in writing make a formal inventory of all my property as well real as personal so that all that may result clear be divided among my children of the Second Matrimony  Cynthia Riley Prewitt of Everett, Beasley Prewitt and Edmond Prewitt Sharing in the partition the order established by the laws and I declare it that it may appear.

   15th.  I declare that my daughter Cynthia Riley Prewitt widow of William Everett I have given in good act of her ligitimate two negro women named Polly and Lucy who are not included in the nine slaves I mentioned in the tenth clause, two cows and calves, one gentle horse, one mare with her colt, one sow with nine pigs, Half a dozen china plates current six knives and forks for the table two iron Pots and one Brand the mark with CP and I declare it that it thus may appear.

   16th.  Item.  I command that my real estate be divided between my two little (ones)(sic) sons Beasley Prewitt and Edmond Prewitt inasmuch as to my daughter Cynda Riley Prewitt of Everett I gave (with)(sic) what she needed to pay all the expences for obtaining the League of land which was given by halves to her and her two daughters as widow of the decd. William Everett giving her moreover with what to constrew and buy the improvements that exist on the half legue (sic) that correspond to her and I declare it that it may appear.

   17th.  Item.  I declare that my children of the first matrimony Elizabeth, Hugh Uriah and Jesse Prewitt I have given as I have said in the ninth clause all their maternal inheritance and no more than what could correspond to them by their Paternal for which cause neither they nor their descendants have a right to enter in the partition with my little children of the existant copitat, in this connection I command my executors that nothing absolutely shall be given them of the capital that will result in my favor partitioning the whole among my three younger children already mentioned in the sixth clause for being thus just and my will declaring it that it may so appear.

   18th.  Item.  I declare that although it is true that to Hugh Uriah I have given less than to the other two (but at the same time sufficient to pay him his part or inheritance) although I should not have given him anything neither ought any thing to have been given him for having disinherited him from the time he was wanting to me in respect in the Louisiana attempting against my life several times and doing what in him to delapidate my property which I declare that it may appear.   19th.  Item.  I command that although there may not correspond any of the profits for not leaving any utilities to my beloved spouse of the second nuptials Elen Humphries (error on Beasley's part) she being (sic) be gratified with all that she may need for her support dress and servants to serve her during her life by my executors out of the body of my estate for being that my will (sic) which I declare that it may appear.

Johnston and in the third place Mr. John Berry giving them power and faculty general sufficient immediately after my death, they proceed to make an extrajudicial inventory of all estate real and personal that in fact and of right may appertain to me appraise them as arbitrary intelligent men part and divide them in conformity to the laws between my three children Cynda Riley Prewitt of Everett Beasley Prewitt and Edmond Prewitt as well if the three assist in these acts as only one of them with free and general administration upon which I charge them their conscience declaring it thus that it may appear.

Johnston and John Berry so that the three together or any of them as they may agree between themselves take care of their administration and improvement until my said sons shall be able to administer them in person and have the age imposed by law, procuring scrumpulously at the same time the education of my said little ones upon which I enjoin them the conscience (sic) adverting that if an account of their occupations or that they be obliged to leave the country they should think proper to substitute the guardianship in one or more persons, they have the faculty to do so provided those newly nominated shall be bound to give security for the management of the interests with securities to their (sic) satisfaction and they shall be delivered to them judicially  this is my will and I declare th that it may thus remain.

   22nd.  Item.  I declare that this is my testamentary disposition extrajudicial is extended on the right hand margin in the Castilian idiom and on the left translated to the English that it may be seen clearly that all that is written in it is dictated by me and in everything comfortable to my last will and I declare it that it may thus appear.

   23rd.  For all that I have said I revoke ans annul from this time forth and forever every other testament, memorandum, codicil or account that I may have or that may appear made declaring it without any value or effect and I only want the present to be valid in all its tenor giving in it as done all the clauses and requisites that in fact and by tight ought to appear and never cast nullity be spoken of to its completion for want of expression and although extrajudicial it is my will that it have the same force and value as if it were (sic) lawful (Juridico) (sic) and for its validity and firmness I signed it with my own hand being witness Messrs Jose Francisco Madero, Jose Maria Carbajal, Jose Maria Felan, A(n)tonio Arranaga, Julian de la Garza, Benjamin W. Hardin, William Hardin, John Fork (sic) and Amos Green who were (sic) all present and they signed it in the Post of Atascosita on the second day of April of the year one thousand eight hundred and thirty one

Uriah served from Dec. 28, 1814 to March 10, 1815 as a private in Womack's (12th) Regiment of Louisiana Militia, and was discharged "at the Navy Yard in the Parish of St. Tammany" (near Covington, LA).

   They had land in Section 45 in St. Helena Parish, LA, adjoining John Guynes (Priscilla's sister's husband).  Turkey Creek was the border between their farms.  They were recorded on the 1820 census.  

Uriah had obtained the land in Section 45 from the original settler, Beasley Prewitt (who later moved to Texas).  In 1854, there was court action over this Section 45 and there are many papers on said action in St. Helena Parish, LA Court House (Styled Britton Prewitt vs Pricilla Prewitt).

   Hugh died in St. Helena Parish, LA on Feb. 20, 1831.  On March 3, 1831, Inventory at the residence of Uriah Prewitt, decd, presented by the widow of decd Priscilla Prewitt: 2 sections of land on Twelve Mile Creek containing 1280 acres appraised at $1280.  Mrs. Pricilla Prewitt is appointed tutrix to the minors Narcissia, Moses, John Isiah.  Family meeting to appoint tutor: Henry Prewitt, brother; Phillip R. Hodges, brother in law; Britton Hall, uncle; and Nathaniel Allen, friend and neighbor.  Their mother Priscilla Prewitt appointed tutrix and their uncle Britton Hall appointed under tutor (Succession Records of St. Helena Parish, LA, File P-1).

   On Sept. 28, 1831, Mrs Priscilla Prewitt applies for administration and is appointed.  She takes the oath on Oct. 5, 1831.

   On Sept. 28, 1852, Petition of James B. Prewitt shows that his father, Uriah Prewitt, died some years since leaving property in community with Mrs Priscilla Prewitt, his widow still surviving, and the following descendants: Leucretia Prewitt, wife of Uriah Youngblood; Miranda Prewitt, wife of Charles C. Lee; John Prewitt, and James B. Prewitt, all of St. Helena Parish.  Narcissia Prewitt, wife of Martin Youngblood; Ellen Prewitt, wife of Phillip R. Hodges; Young H. Prewitt, and Matilda Prewitt, wife of George S. Garner; Mary Prewitt, widow of William Stephenson; Jane Prewitt, wife of James Humphreys; Moses Prewitt, all of Texas ...  No partition was made; all consent to sale and partition except Leucretia Prewitt and her husband Uriah Youngblood.  They desire the property to remain in possession of her mother.

   On Dec. 28, 1852, Agreement that heirs shall pay James B. Prewitt $314.48 for improvements he made on land belonging to the succession of Uriah Prewitt.

   On June 12, 1854, Inventory: 274 acres on Twelve Mile Creek bounded on north by Pipkik, south by Mrs Nettles, east by Thomas Clinton, west by Robert Fluker - $1200.  Purchased on July 22, 1854 by Robert Williams for $1605.  On Oct. 9, 1854, Partition among 11 heirs named above.

BLWT 86143-160-55  Uriah Prewitt, filed by his widow Pricilla Prewitt in St. Helena Parish, LA, under Act of Congress of March 3, 1855, for bounty land for service rendered in War of 1812.  Consists of 15 or more pages of affidavits and states in various places that: Pricilla Prewitt's maiden name was Pricilla Hall and that "after refering to the family record she was married to Uriah Prewitt on the 22nd day of May A.D. 1804 just above the line of demarkation between Louisiana and Mississippi now Amite County by one Isaac Johnson, a Justice of the Peace --- in presence of John Humpers, Thomas Humpres, William West and her father Henry Hall and others all of whom have long since died."  Uriah Prewitt was a resident of Mississippi at time of marriage.  Priscilla stated she was 69 years of age on affidavit dated Oct. 15, 1855, and stated she was 72 years of age on affidavit dated July 3, 1857.

   Priscilla died in St. Helena Parish, LA on July 12, 1860, age 74y 4m 28da.

A man who had seen almost a
century of development in Jas-
per county was claimed by death
last Thursday night at 8:45
o'clock—Alexander M. “Uncle
Eckie” Prewitt, 90, lifelong res-
ident of the county. His death
occurred at his home in Beech
Grove after an illness of only
five days.

Funeral services were held
Saturday morning at 11 o’clock
at Zion Hill, the Rev. Cliburn
of Beech Grove conducting, and
burial in charge of Stringer Fu-
neral Home. Pallbearers were
Mr. Prewitt’s grandsons, C. M.
Prewitt, C. M. Womack, A. C.
Prewitt, M. M. Prewitt, J. C.
Holton and Johna Hancock.

Mr. Prewitt is survived by his
widow, Mrs. Anne Prewitt of
Beech Grove; four daughters,
Miss Lizzie Prewitt of Beech
Grove, Mrs. Dora Hancock of
Peachtree, Mrs. Cora Holton of
Jasper and Mrs. Della ‘Womack
of Jasper; six sons, W. M. Prew-

Alexander JMgrtt Prewitt was
born in Louisiana, Sept. 4, 1844,
the son of Moses Alexander and
Jane E. (Carruth) Prewitt. His
parents moved from Calcasieu
Parish, La. to Newton County,
Texas, when he was six months
old. They moved to Jasper Coun-
ty sometime between 1851 and
1654, and settled on Thickety
Creek just off the old Jasper and
Belgrade road, about two miles
north of Roganville.

Eckie, as he was called, attend-
ed school No. 15 of Jasper Coun-
Ly, in 1858, taught by J.A. Powell.
This  school was located
somewhere close to Roganville.

Fekie was 17 years old when the
Clivil War was declared, he
enlered the service in the spring
of 1861, and served until the war
was over. Serving in Company
“E" Whitfield's Legion, he was a
messenger. On one of his

assignments he had a very close
call with the Union soldiers. He
was riding his mule near a public

road when he heard men coming.
In a few minutes he saw they were
Yankees. He made his way to a
bridge over which they would
have to pass. He and his mule hid
under the bridge as he was afraid
the mule would neigh, causing
them to be captured. Luck was
with him. The Yankees passed,
and he continued his mission.

He saw action in the battle of
Shilo. After the battle of Shilo, the
Confederate line fell back to Cor-
inth, Miss. The nearest he ever
came to being killed or wounded
was when an enemy bullet put a
hole through his hat. He was
discharged at the end of the war
in Vicksburg, Miss., and rode his
faithful mule home. It took him
three weeks to make the trip back
to Jasper County, and a joyous
reunion with his parents, brothers
and sisters.

On Sept. 4, 1867, his 23rd birth-
day, he married Miss Christa Ann
Turner, daughter of Madison and
Catherine McFarland Turner, of
Jasper County. To them were
born the following children:

   In 1870, Elisha moved to Merced Co., California.  Isaac Harris and his family were in California for some time before Elisha and his family moved to California.  In an undated letter from Sarah Harris to Fannie Prewitt, Sarah Harris offers Sarah Prewitt and Jesse Prewitt a horse if they move to California with her.  A State of California, Merced County, receipt dated 1871, for the purchase of a wagon running-gear, made out to "Faney Pruitt", from Rachel Rhodes, witnessed by: H.C. McClure and Mary Harris, shows that Elisha's wife, Fannie, his mother-in-law, Rachel, and Isaac Harris's family were with him while in California.
