



 John Prewitt Family of Schuyler, Illinois
My name is Richard G. Prewitt, (Glen, James Mitchell, John B., John).  My GGrandfather John B. Prewitt was a son of John and Elizabeth (Rucker) Prewitt.

This is my Family as I believe it to be.  Still many questions remain.

According to the 1850 and 1860 Federal Census John Prewitt was born in TN, abt 1812.  Elizabeth Rucker was born in TN, abt 1821.  Neither of their parents is known at this time, nor with whom they traveled to Illinois.
John and Elizabeth having met at an unknown time, married in Schuyler County, Illinois March, 06 1842.

To their union, would be born 3 sons and 2 daughters.  It is believed to have been an additional son but the name is not known to us at this time, however both John B and Henry J. gave their first sons the name Loran.  (Loran D. and Andrew Loran)

The 1870 Federal Census shows John, son Andrew and daughter Mary missing.  The family moved to Mason County, IL.  Andrew J had joined the Union Army the IL 119th INF and had died in Dec of 1862, due to Brain Fever in Kenton, TN.  
The 1880 Federal Census shows Elizabeth, sons John B. and Henry, and they had moved to Little Cana, Kansas.  It also list John B. as married. The actual event was that John B. had married to Mary C Hughes in 1876 prior to leaving Illinois and had separated prior to the 1880 Federal Census.  Also Sister Hannah and Mary had also married prior to 1880. Hannah had married William R. Gilliland in 1873 in Mason County, IL, and in 1880 her family were listed as living in Jewell, Kansas.  Mary married Boyd Willey in 1876 in Schuyler County, IL and believed to have divorced him before 1880. No further info on her at this time.

The 1885 Nebraska Census shows Hannah and family living in Webster, NE. their son Henry was eleven. (Henry, Lee Gilliland  and their sister Mrs. L. White were mentioned in Henry Jefferson Pruitt’s Orbit) as nephews and niece. 
Also 3 doors down from Hannah Gilliland is A B Potter (Absalom), brother to my GGrandMother (Arminda Ann Potter’s. (this is connected to how John B. Prewitt and Arminda Ann Potter met) and why he came to KY.  The rest of Arminda’s family was in the Grayson Count KY area. Was Arminda in NE or did John B. bring someone back in her family. ????? 
The 1885 Kansas Census shows John B. living with son Loran D.in Glen Elder, Mitchell, Kansas.

The same census shows J.H. Prewitt (Henry or sometimes Jeff) married and living with wife Alice and son Andy (Andrew Loran) in Glen Elder, Mitchell, Kansas.

1890 Federal Census does not exist …
The 1895 Kansas census shows Jeff (Henry Jefferson) Pruitt, wife Lizzie (Alice Elizabeth) sons Andy (Andrew) and Willie (William) living in Glen Elder, Mitchell, Kansas.
The same census shows Hannah Gilliland, husband William R and the addition of son  Lee, age 9 living in Cherokee, Lola, Kansas.

The 1900, 1910 and 1930 Federal census finds Hannah and family living in Pawnee Nebraska

The 1900, 1910, and 1920, Federal census finds John B. living in Edmonson County, Kentucky with wife Arminda.  Missouri son Loran D. died 1900 before the Census (unsure of cause at this time). My grandfather James Mitchell Prewitt is 10. John B. passed away in the 20’s
The 1900 Federal census and 1905 Kansas census finds Henry and family still in Glen Elder, Mitchell, Kansas. 1910 shows them living in Sherman, Gage, NE. 1920 census shows them in Paddock, Gage, NE and the 1930 census shows them in Odell, Gage, NE until his death in 1937.
