KENTUCKY

The earliest explorers into the area now comprising the Commonwealth of Kentucky found a land of

beauty, and a land of death. Untouched forests, rushing clear streams, wide but navigable rivers, and an

unbelievable abundance of game made the area one of great promise for settlement. Flocks of wild

turkeys darkened the skies, while deer, buffalo, and smaller wild animals were easily to be had. However,

Indians used the area as their battleground and did not take kindly to the invasion ofthe white people.

About 1750, Dr. Thomas Walker discovered the Cumberland Gap, the Shawnee River (which he called

the Cumberland River), the Big Sandy River, and the Kentucky River (which he called the Louisa). Dr.

Walker was of Louisa Co., Virginia, and later of "Castle Hill" Albemarle Co., Virginia, He was born in

King & Queen Co., Virginia on Jan. 25, 1715 and died on Nov. 9, 1794. He had moved to Louisa

County before 1745, where he was appointed a Justice ofthe county, and served as a member ofthe

House of Burgesses in 1757-58, and from Albemarle County during at least 1765 and 1769. In 1778, he

was a member ofthe commission appointed to run the Virginia and North Carolina boundary line to the

west, He was well acquainted with the Indians and was often named to deal with them.

Tradition states that Dr. Walker and party were the first white men to penetrate into the interior of

what is now Kentucky. One source states that he was accompanied by Ambrose Powell, William

Tomlinson, Colby Chew, Henry Lawless and John Hughes.

The expedition cleared land near where Barbourville (Knox County) is now located, and built the first

log cabin ever erected by white men in the area, supposedly on April 25, 1750, but it was soon deserted

due to the fear ofthe many Indian hunting parties.

On Oct. 3, 1750, Christopher Gist, as agent for the Ohio Company departed for the area now

comprising the State of Ohio, and after scouting lands north ofthe Ohio River, descended the Ohio River

to within 15 miles ofthe present site of Louisville, Kentucky. Finding the area thickly inhabited by large

bodies of Indians, Gist turned back to the mouth ofthe Kentucky River, and wound his way back to the

Kanawha River by mid 1751.

Kentucky was not so much the home of Indian tribes as it was an area occupied by them for hunting

trips or as a battleground. The area north ofthe Ohio River was claimed by the powerful Iroquois, and to

the south, the Cherokees. Both claimed Kentucky as their own, and both deeply resented the white men

who sought to possess the land as their own.

Parts of Kentucky were no doubt visited by French fur traders and hunters from Vincennes and the

Illinois region long before British colonists arrived.

Among the other early explorers of Kentucky were John Finley, George Croghan and James McBride.

Daniel Boone came to Kentucky for the first time about 1769 on a hunting trip with Finley and others.

During 1771, Simon Kenton, John Strader and George Yeager descended the Kentucky River, and on

their return searched for cane in the area of Licking River.

In 1772, Captain Thomas Bullitt headed a surveying party to the Falls ofthe Ohio. James Harrod was a

member ofthe party with Bullitt, and learning ofthe bluegrass region of central Kentucky, determined to

settle there. In the spring of 1774, with a party of 40 men, Harrod traveled down the Ohio River and up

the Kentucky River to what became known as Hatred's Landing, and then overland to the mouth of

Dick's River. Here the party laid out lots and began building cabins, calling it Harrodsburg. This is

recognized as the first attempt to found a settlement. The Indians fiercly contested this settlement, and

fighting became so intense that most ofthe settlers along the Ohio River retreated back across the

Monongahela,

On March 17, 1775, Col. Richard Henderson, a Virginian who had emigrated to North Carolina,

formed the Transylvania Company for purchasing a large amount of land from the Cherokees. For

10,000 Pounds Sterling in goods, Hendersons group purchased what would be one-half of present

Kentucky and an adjacent part of Tennessee. However the charter rights of Virginia included the same

lands which he claimed, as well as the charter rights ofthe Royal Proclamation of 1763. The Indians of

the area also claimed the same lands, thus possession ofthe purchased land could only be accomplished

by actual settlement. Henderson had to bring people from Virginia and North Carolina and also had to

contest more than two hundred settlers already in the area who claimed land.

The first fort was begun on the south side ofthe Kentucky River on April 1, 1775, and finished on the

14th. This was called Boonesborough, in what is now Madison County. Settlements were also made at

the Boiling Spring in Mercer County and at St. Asaph's in what is now Lincoln County. By the end of

1777, St. Asaph's, Boonesborough and Harrodsburg were the only permanent settlements due to the

Indian hostilities, Boonesborough had 22 men, Harrodsburg 65 men, and St. Asaph's (also known as

Logan's Fort) 15 men.

In May 1776, a convention held at Boonesborough acknowledged the Transylvania Company's treaty

with the Cherokees and proceeded to organize a government. This caused great discontent among many

ofthe early settlers, and in June 1776 declared their opposition to the Henderson group, and gave

allegiance to Virginia. They elected John Gabriel Jones and George Rogers Clark as delegates to the

Virginia Convention of 1776,

All of Kentucky was at one time a part of Virginia. On Dec. 1, 1772, Fincastle Co., Virginia was

officially established. This included all of what is now the present State of Kentucky, and a small portion

of what is today southwest Virginia.

On Dec. 31, 1776, this was divided into three counties: Kentucky Co., VA,, Montgomery Co., VA, and

Washington Co., Virginia. Kentucky County comprised all of what is now present-day Kentucky.

On Nov. 1, 1780, Kentucky Co., Virginia was divided into three counties:

1. Jefferson Co., Virginia

2. Fayette Co., Virginia

3. Lincoln Co., Virginia

By the time Kentucky acquired separate status as a state in 1792, the area had been divided into eight

counties:

1. Mercer Co., Kentucky

2. Jefferson Co., Kentucky

3. Woodford Co., Kentucky

4. Bourbon Co., Kentucky

5. Mason Co., Kentucky

6. Nelson Co., Kentuclcy

7. Lincoln Co., Kentucky

8. Fayette Co., Kentucky

ADAIR CO. KY

Adair Co. was formed in 1801 from Green

C.S Columbia, KY

ALLEN CO. KY

Allen Co. was formed in 1815 from Barren & Warren

C.S. Scottsville, KY

Carolina.

According to John Jasper Spilman in his book "History ofthe Spilman Family", published in Mt, Vemon,

MO in 1909: "on or about the year 1800, there were several Pruitt's who came to Allen Co., KY from

one ofthe Carolinas. Some of them went to Indiana, but there were four brothers that stopped there.

Abraham, Moses, David and William. In a few years Moses and David left, but Abraham and William

stayed. They were illiterate and when Thomas Sutton, sheriff, wrote their names, he spelled it Pruitt with

the remark 'they could not call it anything else'".

The Earliest Tax Lists of Allen Co., KY 1815-1824, by Jackson, lists MOSES PRUITT as having

property on Bays Fork Creek in 1816,1819,1820,1823 and 1824.

FAYETTE CO. KY

Fayette Co, was formed in 1780 from Kentucky Co., Virginia

C.S. Lexington, KY

Fayette County, at the time of its organization, comprised nearly one-third ofthe State. Bourbon Co.

was formed from Fayette in 1785; Woodford Co. was cut from Fayette in 1788; Clark Co. was cut from

Fayette and Bourbon in 1792; and Jessamine Co. was cut from the southern part of Fayette in 1798.

As early as 1774, Virginia offered 400 acres of land to each person who cleared a piece of land, built a

cabin, and raised a crop of Indian Corn.

Lexington lays claim to the first settlement made in Fayette County. As early as 1775, a number of

pioneers, among whom were: Robert Patterson, William McConnell, Simon Kenton, John Todd and Levi

Todd, John Maxwell, James Masterson, Isaac Green and others, visited the present site of Lexington.
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Here McConnell, assisted by his comrades, built a small cabin as a foundation for a title to the lands,

which at that time, was in accordance with the laws of Virginia. But this hut was all that was made

toward an actual settlement until 1779, when Col. Richard Patterson, in company with twenty-five men,

came over from Harrodsburg on a second visit, and about the 1st of April, commenced the buUding of a

block-house, near the site of McConnell's hut.

The "Battle of Blue Licks" occurred on Aug. 19, 1782, when 182 Kentuckians, in defence of home and

country, met about 500 Indians and some 50 white British soldiers and renegades under the command of

the British Capt. William Caldwell. Because the battle took place nearly a year after the surrender of

Lord Cornwallis at Yorktown, it has been called "The Last Battle ofthe Revolution".

The British force had crossed the Ohio River and swiftly moved south into the Bluegrass region of

Central Kentucky on Aug, 16th. Here they had attacked settlers in a log fort at Bryan Station, an outpost

about six miles northeast of Lexington. Volunteers successfully made their way through the enemy lines

and summoned help from other settlements in the Bluegrass. Men, women and children inside the

stockade withstood Indian attacks for two days.

The British commander, aware that reinforcements were on the way from other forts, lifted the siege

and moved north on the 18th. The next day the invaders were overtaken by the much smaller band of

pursuing Kentuckians, who crossed the river at the ford and found themselves ambushed. The fierce

fighting lasted only 15 minutes, but the Kentuckians sustained a bitter defeat. Seven Kentuckians were

taken prisoner and 60 were killed.

The British and Indians resumed the retreat and escaped across the Ohio as more reinforcements joined

the white survivors and prepared to renew the fight. Gen. George Rogers Clark organized the expedition

and succeeded in the "Northwest Conquest", which ended Indian warfare in Kentucky.

It

is further my will that should any ofthe negroes above devised, die or become disabled before they are

delivered to whom they are devised, in that case it is my will that my children be paid the worth of such

negro or negroes thus dying or being diseased, out of my estate. My will is that all the negroes above

bequeathed and not delivered that my wife pay them out of rents from my land and profits of my estate.

All that residue of my estate, both real and personal, I lend to my beloved wife, Patsey, during her

natural life. Further my will is that my wife be my whole and sole executrix and at her death my sons,

Vaul Allen and William, then be my Executors.

Henry County On this 5th day of May 1834 personally appeared in open Court before John

Chitton, Samuel Ireland and Wm OBannon Judges ofthe County Court of Henry County now sitting,

Joshua Prewett aged 69 years who being duly sworn according to law doth on his oath Make the

following declaration in order to obtain the benefit of an act of Congress passed the 7th of June 1832

This declarant States that he

was born in Bedford County State of Virginia in the year 1765 where he remained until after he anived to

the age of thirteen years when his father married a Second wife he being unwilling to come under the

govemment of a Step Mother deserted his father and in company with a family of movers came to

Kentucky, after being in Kentucky about six months he went to the garrison at louisville and in the

month of March 1779 he the said Joshua Prewett did enlist under one Capt. George ofthe Artilery for a

period of five years and was attached to Gen George Rodgers Clark's regiment, he states that the day

after he enlisted the regiment under the Command of Gen Clark left the garrison and marched below the

falls and got aboard some boats that had been prepared by Gen Clark, they then decended the Ohio River

as low as its Junction with the Mississippi when Gen Clark determined to ascend the Mississippi in persuit

of some Indians that had retreated up the river after having done some mischief in Kentucaky. here he

States they had to leave some boats such as were not constmcted for going up Stream - with the balance

ofthe Crafts such as Keel boats Skiffs etc they preceded up the Mssissippi as high as its Junction with

the Missouri. On arriving at that place Gen Clark ordered the regiment ashore and proceeded after the
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Indians, he States that after spending some time in a fruitless pursuit after these Indians Gen Clark

ordered the regiment back to the landing. They then got aboard their boats and descended the

Mississippi river Seven miles below the mouth ofthe Ohio River where they landed their boats, and by

order of Gen Clark went a shore on the East Side ofthe Mississippi River, here the declarent states that

Gen Clark ordered the erection of a fort and some block houses, the regiment then under the direction of

Gen Clark proceeded to build a fort and two Block houses and sometime in the Month of July 1780 - the

fort was attacked by a numerous tribe of Indians he thinks that the number of Indians was about Six times

as many as Clark had in the fort, they demanded a surrender ofthe fort. Clark sent out Capt Helms and

an interpreter to learn the terms upon which they demanded the Surrender, Helm was informed by the

interpreter that the women and children that were in the fort should be spared but that officers and

Soldiers should be put to death. Helm through the interpreter replied that then aU would die together and

returned with his flag to the fort. Gen Clark approving of Capt Helm's reply ordered the fort to prepare

for a defence, in a short time the Indians made an attack upon the fort by firing upon the East side ofthe

fort, their fire was returned from the fort which was kept up for the space of Six days and nights with but

little intermission when the Indians finding their attack to be of little effect retreated, during this

engagement he states there were three or four in the fort killed and some few wounded how many he

does not now remember - he states that when the Indians attacked the fort that the hunters were out in

pursuit of Provisions for the Regiment and that many of them were killed before they reached the fort -

after the Indians left the fort Gen Clark ordered a pursuit and in the pursuit he states they discovered that

some ofthe Indians had been killed and appearances proved that the Indians had some wounded amongst

them

he states that after pursuing the Indians a short time they returned to the fort where they remained until

the fall ofthe year. Gen Clark then ordered that the regiment should go up the Ohio River as high as

louisville accordingly they loadedtheir boats and some time later in the fall they reached louisville Gen

Clark then ordered that they should proceed to build a fort for their security and such buildings as would

add to their comfort during the winter season and after some time spent in labouring they erected a fort

block house etc. here he states they remained until the summer of 1781 - Gen Clark then ordered Capt

George to take his Company of artiUery and board a row gaily and go up the Ohio River in order to give

security to those that had settled near the river and to afford some safety to those that were moveing

down said river accordingly Capt George with his Company of ArtiUery Boarded said Row gaily and

ascended the Ohio River as high as the mouth ofthe Big Kentucky and in order to alarm the Indians he

states that Capt, George would frequently have his Cannon discharged he states they were alternately

ascending and descending the Ohio River until the winter of 1781 when they went into the fort at

louisville and wintered with the balance of Clark's Regiment —

In the summer of 1782 he states that Gen Clark order his Regiment up the Ohio River when a part of said

Regiment went aboard ofthe boats and a part went by land he states they united on the Ohio River

where Cincinnati now stands here the declarant states they built a block house and deposited some

baggage and left some sick soldiers Gen Clark thence ordered his Regiment to the upper ChiUicothe

Towns on aniving at said towns the Indians made some defence in which engagement the Indians had

12 or 14 killed and some taken prisoner Gen Clark remained at said towns until he ascertained that the

Indians had dispersed, he then ordered a return to the block house after reaching the block house it was

ordered by Gen Clark that the Regiment proceed to the fort which they had built at louisville

accordingly some ofthe soldiers went aboard ofthe boats and some with the horses went up land, he

states that he was one that was sent by land and joined the regiment at louisville late in fall of 1782 —
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This declarant further states that the Regiment under the Command Gen Clark was stationed at the fort at

louisville and that the men were frequently sent in smaU companies to the different forts in KY for their

defence; he states that he remained in Capt. George's Company of artillery discharging his duty as a

faithful soldier untU the Month of March 1784 - when he the said Joshua Prewett was discharged in

writing, which discharge he states was signed by his said Capt George —

He states that he has no documentary evidence of his service and independent of respectable

traditionary evidence which he will now offer to the Court - that he can prove by respectable witnesses

that he did render the service as alledged in the foregoing declaration - he hereby relinquishes every Claim

whatever to a pension or annuity except the present and declares that his name is not on the pension roll

ofthe agency or any State or Territory.

And after her death the sd negroes and their increase and profits arising

from their labor is to be disposed of as follow eth, first the two children that I have had by my said wife

Polly is to be made equal in property of equal value to those children I had by my former wife, and then

the residue of sd property and their increase is to be equally divided between all my children. I also

lend my wife one third of the tract of land I live on to include my dwelling house. I also leave my said

wife two beds and furniture, also a sorrel Horse and colt called altha, and two cows and Calves, also six

head of sheep. I also leave her twenty pounds worth of the other property.

Item I now give to my daughter Patsy T. Tolbert one mare Saddle and Bridle worth thirty-five pounds,

also one negro named Thody at sixty pounds, one Bed and furniture at twelve pounds, and six pounds in

Cash all now in her possession.

Item I give unto my daughter Sally M. Hickman one Negro named Darkis at sixty pounds and one mare

Saddle and bridle at thirty-five pounds. And one bedstead and furniture at twelve pounds and fifteen

shillings. Pr. of Harth irons and Kettle six Dollars, half Dozen knives and forks. lea cups and saucers

2 dollars. Also one stud horse at Seventy pounds, two Ews and lambs and four geese at five dollars, one

Cow and Calf ten dollars, all which I have Delivered to her.

Item I give to my son Joel Prewitt one mare at eighty-seven dollars, one ax at nine shillings, one Negro

boy named Rob at seventy pounds, one Cow and Calf and yearling L3.18 shillings, Bedstead and

furniture twelve pounds fifteen shillings, four hundred pounds pork L3.14 shillings, 2 ews and lambs 4

geese, six plates 1.14 P. & all which he hath Reed.

away both real and personal to be sold at the Discretion of my Executors and all my just debts paid and

my will and desire is that all my children be made equal and their different proportions given them as

they come of age or married except those that are now of age are not to receive any more than they have

already received until the amount of my estate can be aperlained.

And lastly I constitute and appoint Robert Prewitt and Bird Prewitt, William Prewitt, Joel Prewitt and

George Walker sole Executors of my Estate.

wrongs. Abraham Goodnight then summoned Robert Burton and later Charles Hart, John Bridges,
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Charles Powell, Jr., Ben Dunn, MARY PREWITT, JOSEPH PREWITT and SOLOMON PREWITT.

Not to be outdone, Fields summoned Charles Powell, Jr., POLLY PREWITT, Solomon Prewitt, Joseph

Prewitt, Ben Dunn and John Bridges.

(Davis) tried to get his (Davis') negro, Peter; but Anthony said he would take Peter to Kentucky. Isham

is the father of Anthony and Davis believes Isham was then (1785) in Kentucky. Isabel Knox swears she

heard Francis Petty tell Anthony Prewitt that he (Anthony) was of a family of low degree for he

(Anthony) had offered Francis Petty's brother 50 Pounds to marry Anthony's cousin; but Francis Petty

offered his (Francis1) brother 500 Pounds if he would not. Frances Walker testified that in the spring of

1786 that Davis Petty came for the negro, Peter, to the house where Isham lived. "My father and brother

Anthony being away, my mother sent the negro to Joseph Prewitf s", Depondent testifies that in 1776

when Davis Petty was about to marry Molly Prewitt, Isham, Sr. said to Davis that if Davis would marry

Polly Prewitt he (Isham, Sr.) would give him (Davis) two negroes - Dorcas at once, and Peter at the

death of Isham.

1798, Dec. ISHAM PREWITT sues FEEDS PREWITT for grain due as rent for Fields use of Isham's

farm land. Isham Prewitt made oath that Fields Prewitt, late his tenant had agreed to pay him for the rent

ofthe plantation the said Fields occupied, one third part ofthe grain the said Fields made on the

plantation. On Oct. 14, 1798 Constable Francis Petty attached a large quantity of Rye and Rye meal

belonging to Fields Prewitt.

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made equal with my other children and when that is done I wish an equal distribution among my

children of all my property not otherwise denoted.
